William Kirkpatrick was born in Ireland and immigrated
to the United States in the 1800s. He was an
accomplished and versatile musician and composer. He
wrote tunes to many favorite hymns, among them "Jesus
Saves", " 'Tis so Sweet to Trust in Jesus"”, and "He Hideth
My Soul”. He wrote both the lyrics and music to the
hymn "Lord, I'm Coming Home". This hymn was
inspired by an event that took place at one of the
Methodist Camp Meetings. William Kirkpatrick was
responsible for acquiring soloists and providing the music
for the meetings. He became aware that one of the young
soloists had not come to know Christ. As he prayed one
evening, a song formed in his head. He jotted down
"Lord, I'm Coming Home". Later, he gave this hymn to
that young soloist, who was so convicted by the words,
that he gave his life to Christ at an altar call at the next
Camp meeting.
